Biblical faith means that we listen to what God 

is saying in His Word. Paul exhorted Timothy, 

his son in the faith, to "accurately handle the 

word of truth" (2 Tim. 2:15) because it is 

"profitable for teaching, for reproof, for 

correction, for training in righteousness; so 

that the man of God may be adequate, equipped 

for every good work".  (2 Tim. 3:16-17)
